Church Finances, End of Year, 2024 Preliminarily, Finance Committee reports that
the gap between donations and costs, that had been projected as great as ($600,000)
for 2024 was dramatically reduced by extraordinary and beautiful giving as calendar
year 2024 came to a close. This combined with careful attention to responsibly
reducing costs greatly reduced, if not eliminated, that gap. We are still collecting final
invoices for the year and ensuring that any gifts mailed and postmarked before the end
of 2024 are correctly recorded in that budget year. We will release final results as soon
as they become available, although we are confident in sharing that NPC ended 2024
with a much more favorable financial position, with our gratitude to the members and
friends of Narberth Presbyterian Church.
