TITLE

Organist / Accompanist 
PURPOSE OF POSITION

To serve as organist and accompanist as part of the church’s music staff.
ACCOUNTABILITY

The Organist / Accompanist reports to the Senior Pastor and is also responsible to the chair of the Worship and Music Committee of Session.  

RESPONSIBILITIES

· To serve as organist for the live/live-streamed Sunday morning Worship Service.
· To serve as organist for special services as needed (Good Friday, Maundy Thursday, weddings, funerals, etc.) -- unless they conflict with other pre-existing employment responsibilities.
· To meet and/or confer with the Senior Pastor to determine music for any of the above services.

· To arrange for a substitute organist in the event of absence from any Sunday morning worship service.

· To accompany on the piano or organ any individual(s) presenting special music for worship services.
· To provide support as needed for any outside musical groups or individual guest musicians that are invited to participate in NPC services.  

· To notify the Business Administrator of any needed maintenance and/or repairs to musical instruments or equipment.
QUALIFICATIONS

The Organist / Accompanist will have college level music education, excellent organ and piano skills, experience in organ and piano sacred music ministry and sensitive accompaniment abilities.  
The Organist should exhibit the following personal characteristics:
· A confessed commitment to the Christian life and Church.

· A personal acknowledgement of and commitment to the NPC Core Values.
· The ability to work collegially with church leaders, staff, volunteers and members.

WORK SCHEDULE

Most duties and activities will be conducted on-site at the church – such as practicing on the organ or piano, practicing with vocalists, playing for special services and communicating with worship staff.    However, it is understood that there will be freedom to carry out some activities offsite when conducive to their accomplishment (e.g. practicing and/or reviewing music).  The approximate average work week will be 4 hours.
